What is it?

• Laing O’Rourke has developed an online portal to streamline our 
interactions with our supply chain partners. The intent is that this is a ‘one-
stop-shop’ for everything you need to work with us.

• The Sustainability Reporting Tool is designed to enhance and streamline the 
collection of sustainability performance data. This includes emissions (fuel 
and electricity), water, timber, concrete, steel, waste, and workforce 
sustainability data.

• Once engaged on a Laing O'Rourke project you will be provided with set 
up/ login details. This user guide provides simple instructions for how to get 
started.
